Golden Gurus is an initiative of the Federal Government’s Australia 2020 Summit and is
managed and funded by the Department of Education, Employment and Workplace
Relations. In each State, organisations running the program are known as Member
Organisations and those seeking the services of Golden Gurus are known as Host
Organisations. The Member Organisation for the Southern Highlands is Volunteering
Wingecarribee.

To be a Golden Guru you must be aged 50 or more and be prepared to give some of your
time helping with the establishment, administration or development of host organisations in
your local community. You may be retired, semi-retired or still working and with some time to
spare.

Using your skills and life experience you can volunteer, for example, to help a community
organisation to provide better service delivery, or you may wish to take on the role of
mentoring a small business, if you are appropriately qualified.

Experienced Golden Gurus can also become Golden Gurus Ambassadors, whose role is to
raise awareness of the Golden Gurus program and the mature-age Australians who
contribute to it.
